Galena, founded in 1763, is a
charming village nestled on the
banks of the upper reaches of the
bucolic Sassafras River, which delin-
eates Kent County’s northern border.
The town got its name from the silver
that was mined nearby and local
lore alleges that community lead-
ers closed the mine to keep it from
being captured by the British during
the War of 1812. Today the town still
shines with warm hospitality and

on the upper Shore.

Betterton, once a booming
steamboat resort community,
has become a peaceful haven with
a quiet sense of yesteryear. Twelve
miles northwest of Chestertown,
the scenic town, also known as
the Jewel of the Chesapeake, sits
perched on bluffs overlooking the
mouth of the Sassafras River and
the upper Chesapeake.
